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What is social enterprise?

Social enterprises in Canada are, for the most 
part, businesses operated by non profits and 
charities to meet a need in the marketplace 
that the traditional business sector does not 
offer; to provide training and employment 
opportunities to the marginalized; or to 
provide unencumbered income to 
community-based groups, to achieve more of 
their social / environmental visions with 
greater self-determination. 
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What is social enterprise?

A UK definition:

Social enterprise has six defining characteristics:
ÅHaving a social purpose or purposes. 
ÅAchieving the social purpose by, at least in part, engaging in 

trade in the marketplace. 
ÅNot distributing profits to individuals. 
ÅHolding assets and wealth in trust for community benefit. 
ÅDemocratically involving members of its constituency in the 

governance of the organization. 
ÅBeing independent organizations accountable to a defined 

constituency and to the wider community.

ÅResilient communities include but are not 
limited to social enterprise.

ÅThe idea is not to become a walled-in 
segregated community, but to be as self-
sufficient as possible, and thereby able to

ÅThe resilient communities approach embraces 
pro-activity, and pride in placemaking. 

ÅCommunity members are valued for their 
assets, skills, and relationships, and are 
included in social and economic life (a value of 
CED).

Spiral Dynamics represents just one way of 
understanding how people develop from ego-
centric to world-centric value systems.
